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There’s a new seaside hotspot in Barbados. Fitness enthusiasts, pet walkers, strolling parents
and their little ones are among the many Barbadians and visitors who now frequent the new
South Coast boardwalk. With this part of the Coastal Infrastructure Programme almost
completed, people on the west coast need not feel left out as the Coastal Zone Management
Unit (CZMU) has identified the Holetown Beach area for similar improvements.

The Holetown Beach Improvement Project is scheduled to begin in a few months and should
be completed within a year. The project aims to develop continuous public access along this
reach of shoreline, expand the recreational beach where feasible and minimise environmental
impacts on the coastal environment.

Improved Beach Access
Currently many of the beaches in the Holetown area are very narrow stretches with little space

for recreational use and enjoyment.

In addition to providing continuous public access along the shoreline for all of us to enjoy, this
project will bring tremendous improvement to west coast beachfront locations by enhancing
beaches along the stretch from the former Regent Hotel to Discovery Bay Hotel.

Beachgoers on the west coast will soon be able to walk comfortably along the beach with the
construction of a new concrete walkway. The Holetown Beach Improvement Project will
include:
• The construction of a new concrete walkway and revetment from the beach at

Discovery Bay (northern extreme of project site) to the north of the old Chefette site
• A new walkway protected by a stone revetment from the existing beach in front of the

old Chefette site going south to the beach in front of the new Beachlands development
• Two headlands
• Beach nourishment (2500 m3 of sand will be used to nourish the site)

According to the CZMU website, the widening of the beach will be achieved through the
design and implementation of appropriate coastal structures and, where necessary, the removal
of structures currently causing damage to the coastline, or the repair of functional but damaged
structures.
